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Пояснительная записка

Настоящее мероприятие адресовано старшеклассникам и абитуриентам и призвано помочь в подготовке  к выпускным экзаменам, а также к вступительным экзаменам в вузы по английскому языку по теме “Страноведение”.

Цель проведения мероприятия – обобщение сведений о географическом положении, символике, политической системе, экономике, культуре и достопримечательностях США и Великобритании.

Задачи данного конкурса:
 - совершенствовать коммуникативную компетенцию учащихся;
 - развивать и углублять знания ребят по страноведению;

 - повысить познавательный интерес к английскому языку в процессе конкурса.

Оснащение мероприятия:

- плакат на доске “Move your brain”, цветные репродукции и иллюстрации к конкурсным заданиям;

- кроссворды на английском языке;

Ход конкурса
Ведущие представляют жюри, состав команд и по очереди читают текст заданий.
Ведущий №1: Good afternoon, dear teachers and pupils! Today we are going to play a Brain Ring Game.  Two teams will take part in it and there will be 11 games. We shall travel from the USA to Great Britain. I promise our trip will be merry and interesting. You will learn a lot about sightseeing in America and Great Britain. And now let me introduce our teams…The 1st team is a combined one representing schools number 3, 5 and 8, and the 2nd team is that of schools number 2 and 8. The captains representing the teams are called…and the mottos of the teams are…

Ведущий №2: Let me introduce our judges…We ask you, judges, not to be too critical and forgive our participants mistakes they may make.

I. So, here is the first task of the competition: you will listen to a text about sightseeing in Washington and London; when you have guessed what it is, raise your signal card. Try to be prompt and correct. Good luck!

1. This is the beautiful home of every President, except the first one. It is the oldest public building in Washington, D.C., and it has the most famous address in the United States – 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue. ( The White House)

2. It is the tallest building in Washington, D.C., and the most famous building in the United States, because this is where laws are made. It is surrounded by a beautiful garden with many trees ad flowers. (The Capitol)

3. It is a monument. It is 555 feet tall and provides a panoramic view of Washington, D.C. Located south of the White House. (The Washington Monument)

4. When the mistress of the building is at home, the Royal Standard is flying. Every day at 11.30 a.m. they are changing the Guard. It is the London home of the Queen. (Buckingham Palace)

5. On the column in the centre there is a statue of a great English seaman who defeated the French in 1805. This column with the statue of Admiral Nelson is located in …(Trafalgar Square)

6. Here there are the tombs of many British kings and queens, other famous people and the beautiful Henry VII Chapel. It is a royal church. (Westminster Abbey)

II. It is the most famous of all historical buildings in London. There are a lot of interesting collections here. It was a fortress, a royal palace and later a prison. It is a museum now. The ravens are another famous sight of…(The Tower of London)

III. Ведущий №3: The second part of our competition is as follows: one participant from each team will represent an American president, but which president exactly – the rival team will guess after listening to some biographical facts about each. (У ведущих имеются таблички с именами президентов.)

1. He was the first person to be elected President of the United States. He was born in Virginia, just south of Washington, D.C. He grew up on a large farm. He went to school for about 8 years. He especially liked to study mathematics. He led the American Army in many battles during the War of Independence. (George Washington)

2. He was the 3rd President of the United States. The Declaration of Independence was written by him. Inside his memorial there is a 19-foot statue standing on a 6-foot pedestal. His writings are inscribed on the walls of the Memorial. (Thomas Jefferson)

3. This President taught himself how to read and write. He became the 16th President of the United States in 1861. He wrote the Emancipation Proclamation which freed the blacks in the South from slavery. You can also find his memorial with a huge statue of the former President inside. (Abraham Lincoln)

4. He was the youngest president the USA has ever had, but he was President for only 2 years and 10 months. He was assassinated in 1963. His aims were equal rights for all Americans – black and white – and peace in the world. He was the founder of the Peace Corps which sends young men and women to poor countries to work and help for very little pay. (John Kennedy)

IV.  Ведущий №4: Now you’ll watch a film about sightseeing in London, “Greenwich and St Catherine Dock”. You will hear some dates and numbers. Which of them will be pronounced and what happened? (1762, 63, 1862, 1919, 72, 105) You are awarded one point for each correct answer.

V. Ведущий №1: This competition is called ‘Turn it over!’ So, turn over and name these proverbs:

1. Worse early than always. (→Better late than never.)

2. One foot is worse than two. (→Two heads are better than one.)

3. North or South – school is worse. (→East or West – home is best.)

4. Die but rest. (→Live and learn.)

VI. Ведущий №2: A good captain is the flag of the team. So, now it’s time for the Competition of Captains! Each captain is given one point if he knows the Russian equivalent of an English proverb. (Капитаны по очереди достают из коробки пословицы.)

12. A friend in need is a friend indeed. (Друг познаётся в беде.)
13. All’s well that ends well. (Всё хорошо, что хорошо кончается.)

14. Birds of a feather flock together. (Два сапога пара. Яблочко от яблони недалеко падает.)

15. Curiosity killed the cat. (Любопытство до добра не доведёт. Любопытной Варваре нос в дверях оторвали.)

16. Everything’s good in its season. (Всему своё время.)
17. Haste makes waste. (Поспешишь – людей насмешишь.)

18. Of two evils choose the less. (Выбирай меньшее из двух зол.)

19. Out of sight, out of mind. (С глаз долой – из сердца вон.)

20. You can’t kill two birds with one stone. (За двумя зайцами погонишься – ни одного не поймаешь.)

VIII. Ведущий №4: The task of this competition is to answer the questions about the USA and Great Britain. If your answers are correct your team will get 1 point. You will get nothing if your answer is wrong. After listening to a question the members of the team may consult one another for 30 seconds. So, let’s cast lots who will be the first.

IX. Ведущий №1: And now it’s your turn to tell the rival team about any American or British tradition or custom. The rival team should listen to the story very attentively and retell it in Russian. Who will be the first? The previous time team №2 was the first to speak, so now it’s team №1’s turn.

1) In the United States there are 3 titles which can be used for women – Ms, Miss and Mrs – and one which can be used for men – Mr. The title “Mrs” is used only for married women. The title “Miss” is used for unmarried women. The title “Ms” [m{z] which has come into use during the past 20 years is used to address either a married or an unmarried woman. Many women prefer to use “Ms” as their title.

2) People in the United States tend to guard their personal space and often feel that those who do not respect it are offensive, invasive or too intimate. Generally, people in the US stand about 2 feet (about 30 centimeters) apart from one another. This is true when people are waiting in line (in banks, shops and on public transportation).

3) In Scotland, every New Year’s Day a group of brave people take a traditional swim in the cold waters of Firth of Forth, near Edinburgh. No wetsuits are allowed! Those who are brave enough to take part get a free whiskey and soup. But if you can’t face the cold water, it is still great fun to watch other people swim!

4) So many countries, so many customs. Each nation has its own peculiar lifestyle. What is usual in one country may seem odd in another. 

For example, in Russia, a country with a severe climate, it is natural to serve hot tea, while in the US they offer you iced tea.

3. The Statue of Liberty is the symbol of freedom in America. It is a bronze figure, almost 46 meters high, of a woman holding up a torch, on Liberty Island in New York Harbor. The Statue of Liberty is a gift from the French government sent to America in 1844.

4. “The Pencil” is the name of the tall column in Washington, D.C., that is the Washington Monument built in honor of the first President of the US.

5. Congress is the Parliament of the USA which has its seat in the Capitol.

6. Harlem is considered to be the poorest district of New York where mainly Afro-Americans live.

7. Hollywood is associated with the US film industry; it is situated not far from Los Angeles. It is the world-famous center of film-making.

8. The Empire State Building is one of the tallest buildings in the world (381 meters high) located in New York City. It is a skyscraper.
